80 ardently espouse 1if they showed
themselves capable of enforcing order
among themselves. Murder, whether
it 1s the murder of their own country-
men or the murﬂer:' of our officials,
will be met with condign punishment.
If the Hindu community would take
steps of its own accord to eliminate
the danger that has sprung up
amongst ¢them it would go far to ellm-1
inate the prejudice against them
among white communities. To this
extent the whole Hmdu community is
to blame.
