I am desired by:my colleagues -~ the other delegates
deputed by the Khalsa Diwan Society and the United India League of
Canada ==~ to submit on their behalf that as your interpretation of
their resolutions and credentials entrusted to us ~--their duly
elected and accreditted delegates -~ is not compatible with the

abovementioned credentials; therefore, the delegates are not in a
position t0 carry out thelir programme on such conditions. They
fail to understand as to why I shall not be reckoned as a delegate
when they expect and properly too, that they could be received by
any of the high and responsible officials even when they would be
accompanied by other notables of a place or country if they so
request him to do.

Therefore, Sir, I humbly submit on my behalf that
your letter being against the spirit of our credentials, I am not

in & position to submit to. such a change unless I be authorised to
that effect by the bodies that have sent the delegation.
